IG-1: The operable sash and the fixed lite contain sealed insulating glass units.  The sealed insulating 

glass units are comprised of two double strength ( 8
1 ”) annealed glass lites separated by a 

desiccant-filled stainless steel spacer system or equivalent “Dura-Seal” spacer system.
